	Mr & Mrs Johnston visited the Athabasca glacier on their honeymoon in July 1966



	3.
	A medial moraine is found in the centre of a glacier where two lateral moraines join together


	4.
	Mr Johnston visits the snout of the glacier every July



	5.
	A lateral moraine is eroded material carried along the sides of a glacier



	6.
	The Athabasca glacier and the Colombia icefield are major tourist attractions in Canada



	7.
	Crevasses are huge cracks in the ice, which form when the glacier flows out of the corrie over the lip



	8.
	Mrs Johnston was an enthusiastic photographer



	9.
	Ground moraine is the eroded material carried along the base of a glacier



	10.
	Tourists are taken to the summit of the glacier by large wheeled trucks



	11.
	The surface of the glacier is slippery due to the meltwaters in July



	12.
	The National Park Rangers have a range of items, including cameras, bobble hats, walking sticks at the visitor centre found in the terminal moraine



	13.
	Freeze – thaw action provides some of the morainic material



	14.
	The average temperature at the summit is -10(c in winter and +4c in summerat the snout of the glacier



	15.
	Mr Johnston stopped visiting the Athabasca glacier in July 2005



	16.
	Organic material frozen into the ice is preserved for many years



	17.
	Terminal moraine is the eroded material deposited at the snout 



	18.
	Since 2001, all official tour parties have to watch a health and safety video on safety on the glaciers



	19.
	The glacier freezes to the back wall of the corrie and as the glacier moves forward, plucks rocks from the back wall which are carried in the body of the glacier



	20.
	Material carried by the glacier is deposited at the snout as a terminal moraine



	21.
	Material transported by the ice gradually moves down the glacier
