	What factors affect the routes taken by different transport links?
	Discussions of reasons people take detours e.g. avoid congestion problems, better roads (larger, wider etc).

Why roads/ transport links are built in certain areas: e.g. Avoid high land values, to link settlements, by-pass towns, high demand, and public approval/disapproval.

Hardwich flyover: reasons it was needed (high traffic volumes to and from Norwich direction, inadequate road link, and increased use of the road).

 ‘Where should the by-pass go?’ (Foundations books): Use as a stimulus for group work discussion and a presentation by pupils acting in role of the different characters who would live in the area e.g. Farmers, walkers, residents, hotel owner, factory/ industry boss.
